e Feather River Segment 1 — crack:

0 $333,497 modification made to Nordic contract to perform crack work
= $500,000 is in cash flow construction estimate (Aug 09) to fix crack.
= Repair work underway and is scheduled to be done by end of October
2009.
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e Feather Segments 2 construction work:
o Awarded tie-in construction contract to Teichert at April 21* TRLIA Board
meeting

= Levee embankment work is 99+% done and is considered ready for flood
season — relief wells, gates, embankment seeding will continue into
November.

= Existing levee is being degraded and borrow sites filled — CVFPB issued
encroachment permit for degrade

= Work on cultural site at South Tie-In is completed — Additional
construction cost was approximately $500,000.

= SMGB has issued mining permit to TRLIA to operate both Ella and Platter
Borrow sites.

e County Action is still pending: Obtain an approved County surface
mining permit. Status: TRLIA has coordinated the SMGB action
with Yuba County. The County has determined that the Ella site
does not require any further permits, and that the Platter/JTS does
require a mining permit. Per discussion with the County, TRLIA
has applied for an Ordinance amendment that provides a process
for the County to allow for excavation/earthwork (mining) for
flood protection purposes at the Platter/JTS site in a residential
zone (not currently allowed). The CUP is for the actual mining
activity for that portion of the project that is not exempt from
SMARA
