SUBJECT: Consider Approval of Contract with Hanover Incorporated to Provide 

Environmental Assessments for Upper Yuba Levee Improvement Project 

Recommended Action:
 
Approve a contract with Hanover Incorporated (Attached) for environmental assessments
 
and authorize the TRLIA Executive Director to sign and execute once General Counsel
 
has reviewed and approved.
 

Discussion:
 
TRLIA plans to construct the Upper Yuba Levee Improvement Project (UYLIP) in the
 
summer of2010. Prior to initiating construction, appropriate right of way will need to be
 
acquired. A standard step in acquiring real estate is to perform an environmental site
 
assessment to determine if the potential acquisition has contamination issues. This is also
 
a requirement of the Department of Water Resources (DWR) Real Estate Division which
 
guides property acquisition for the State's Early Implementation Projects (EIP).
 

There are approximately 26 parcels which need to have an Environmental Site
 
Assessment performed. In addition to these assessments, the proposed borrow area will
 
have to be sampled, tested, and certified as clean enough for use as levee embankment
 
fill. The scope of work also includes a task for several potential Phase 2 Environmental
 
Site Assessments if contamination is indicated by the First Phase Assessments. The need
 
for Phase 2 Site Assessments is unlikely due to the history of land use along the UYLIP
 
but TRLIA needs to have the capability to quickly accomplish these studies if needed.
 

TRLIA staff has investigated potential firms to accomplish these investigations and has
 
selected Hanover Incorporated in Chico, California. Hanover has over 30 years of
 
experience in preparing environmental site assessments and has done many studies in
 
Yuba County. BRI, TRLIA's real estate consultant, has worked with Hanover in the past
 
and attests to their capability. Hanover Incorporated is experienced and competent and
 
has agreed to perform these surveys in a timely manner at a reasonable, competitive
 
prIce.
 

Fiscal Impact:
 
This contract is for $63,177 for services on a time-and-expenses basis, to a maximum
 
amount not to exceed total contract amount. The funding for these tasks will come from
 
the Upper Yuba River EIP agreement (local and State share).

AGREEMENT FOR 
PROFESSIONAL SERVICES 

THIS AGREEMENT for professional services ("Agreement") is made as of the 
Agreement Date set forth below by and between the THREE RIVERS LEVEE 
IMPROVEMENT AUTHORITY of Yuba County, a political subdivision of the State of 
California ("the THREE RIVERS LEVEE IMPROVEMENT AlTTHORITY"), and HANOVER 
INCORPORATED ("CONTRACTOR"). 

In consideration of the Services to be rendered, the sums to be paid, and each and every 
covenant and condition contained herein, the parties hereto agree as follows: 

OPERATIVE PROVISIONS 

1. SERVICES. 

The CONTRACTOR shall provide those services described in Attachment "A", 
Provision A-I. CONTRACTOR shall provide said services at the time, place and in the manner 
specified in Attachment "A", Provisions A-2 through A-3. 

2. TERM. 

Commencement Date: February 3, 2010 

Termination Date: December 31, 2010 

Notwithstanding the term set forth above, and unless this contract is terminated by either 
party prior to its termination date, the term of this Agreement shall be automatically extended 
from the termination date for ninety days. The purpose of this automatic extension is to allow 
for continuation of services, and to allow THREE RIVERS LEVEE IMPROVEMENT 
AUTHORITY time in which to complete a novation or renewal contract for CONTRACTOR 
and THREE RIVERS LEVEE IMPROVEMENT AUTHORITY approval. 

CONTRACTOR understands and agrees that there is no representation, implication, or 
understanding that the services provided by CONTRACTOR pursuant to this Agreement will be 
purchased by THREE RIVERS LEVEE IMPROVEMENT AUTHORITY under a new 
agreement following expiration or termination of this Agreement, and CONTRACTOR waives 
all rights or claims to notice or hearing respecting any failure to continue purchase of all or any 
such services from CONTRACTOR. 
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3.	 PAYMENT. 

THREE RIVERS LEVEE IMPROVEMENT AUTHORITY shall pay CONTRACTOR 
for services rendered pursuant to this Agreement at the time and in the amount set forth in 
Attachment "B". The payment specified in Attachment "B" shall be the only payment made to 
CONTRACTOR for services rendered pursuant to this Agreement. CONTRACTOR shall 
submit all billings for said services to THREE RIVERS LEVEE IMPROVEMENT 
AUTHORITY in the manner specified in Attachn1ent "B". 

4.	 FACILITIES, EQlTIPMENT AND OTHER MATERIALS AND OBLIGATIONS 
OF THREE RIVERS LEVEE IMPROVEMENT AUTHORITY. 

CONTRACTOR shall, at its sole cost and expense, furnish all facilities, equipment, and 
other materials which n1ay be required for furnishing services pursuant to this Agreement, unless 
an exception to this requirement is provided in Attachment "A", Provision A-4. 

5.	 GENERAL PROVISIONS. 

The general provisions set forth in Attachment "C" are part of this Agreement. Any 
inconsistency between said general provisions and any other terms or conditions of this 
Agreement shall be controlled by the other term or condition insofar as it is inconsistent with the 
general provisions. 

6.	 DESIGNATED REPRESENTATIVES. 

Paul G. Brunner, Executive Director, is the representative of the THREE RIVERS 
LEVEE IMPROVEMENT AUTHORITY and will administer this Agreement for the THREE 
RIVERS LEVEE IMPROVEMENT AUTHORITY. Will Bono, President, is the authorized 
representative for CONTRACTOR. Changes in designated representatives shall occur only by 
advance written notice to the other party.
